ELIGIBILITY: Open to female amateur golfers who are individual members of the ASGA. The minimum
age is 40 for the Arkansas Mid-Amateur Championship, non-residents are not eligible, except a person
may live in Texarkana, Texas but MUST be a member of Texarkana C.C. & an individual member of the
ASGA.

ENTRY DEADLINE: Sept. 8 at 4:00 p.m. or until the field is full, whichever comes first.

TEE MARKERS: Mid-Amateurs and Seniors will play from approximately 5,591 yards at Ponce de Leon
(Silver Tee Yardage on scorecard). Super Seniors and Legends will play from approximately 5,230 yards
at Ponce De Leon (Gold tee Yardage on scorecard). Simmons Bank Tee Markers will be placed on the
appropriate tees.

ENTRY FEE: $250 per player includes 1 SEAT ON A CART and range balls for warm-up for all three
tournament rounds. There is not a 36-hole cut

SCHEDULE OF PLAY: 18 holes on Friday, September 15, 18 holes on Saturday, September 16 and 18
holes on Sunday, September 17. The stipulated round each day is 9-holes and in the event of inclement
weather, a “tournament round” could consist of 9 holes if all players in that division play the same 9
holes. If the field is large, the ASGA reserves the right to pre-pair golfers for the first and second rounds
in a “flip-flop” pairing format.
